GSPC Scholarship for Shrirampur Child Guidance Center (SCGC) 

Shrirampur Child Guidance Center was founded in 1986 with 4 students at the suburban town of 

Serampore in Hooghy District in West Bengal, India. The School has faced financial hurdles from the 

beginning but thanks to a team to extremely dedicated teachers, the School has grown over the years 

and now houses almost 145 Special Needs children. 

Garden State Puja Committe (GSPC) has been extremely generous in their donation of $850. This 

appreciable amount will go a long way in covering many of the costs incurred by the School. Firstly, 

GSPC will be sponsoring 10 students who come families struggling with the financial burden of meeting 

their child's special learning needs. The GSPC Fund helps with special therapies, equipment, testing and 

specialized materials.  A portion of the fund will also be used in purchasing equipment particularly 

geared towards special needs.
